Seewee Restaurant).  From Georgetown— US Hwy 17 South through McClellanville to Awendaw. Turn left on Seewee Road. 

Once you are on Seewee Road, proceed 0.2 miles. Turn right at the entrance to The Center for Birds of Prey.
